Criminal Law

Criminal Law is to provide protection for the Russian social and state system, personal property
and the personal lights of citizens against criminal encroachments. Criminal Law defines the acts
which-are socially dangerous and must be regarded as crimes. Here are some leading principles
of Russian Criminal Law:

a. A person may be charged with criminal responsibility only when he has committed an act
specially provided for in Criminal law.
